In March 1776 the Second Continental Congress met in 
Philadelphia. North Carolina’s delegates include William Hooper 
and John Penn. They knew they needed to lead the effort to 
create North Carolina’s first state constitution. The med asked 
Massachusetts delegate, John Adams, for his advice on the 
subject. Adams first wrote a letter to Hooper, and then copied it 
for Penn. The advice was so well-received that leaders from other 
colonies also asked Adams for copies. Thoughts on Government 
became a pamphlet the next month and circulated far and wide. 
It influenced the formation of many state constitutions, including 
North Carolina’s. In his letter to Hooper, Adams discussed many 
principles, including separation of powers and a system of checks 
and balances. These ideas became the foundation of American 
government. Hooper’s copy of the letter is preserved in the State 
Archives of North Carolina. 



Considering word choice - Considering word choice - The words a writer chooses can reveal a lot. They reveal what is significant to 
the writer and can suggest emotions. The word cloud above represents the 150 most repeated words in John 
Adams’s Thoughts on Government. The larger the word appears in the cloud, the more often Adams used it. 
Consider what we can learn just from looking at the words he chose and how often he said them.
