friendship with another group

First Beloved Man a formal leader

Great Being above God

hostilities bad feelings or conflicts between two groups

mutual the same for everyone involved

redress compensate; to make better

relinquish to let go or retreat

treaty a formal written agreement between groups

wampum belt a belt made of shell beads with distinct patterns often representing a 
story of war or peace
